Admission/Progression of Persons with Disabilities to the
Ida V. Moffett School of Nursing

Students with disabilities are considered for acceptance to the Ida V. Moffett School of Nursing (IVMSON) on the
basis of their ability to meet the objectives of the program and to perform required activities.

IVMSON ADA Awareness Statement

IVMSON endorses the university commitment to students with disabilities. IVMSON will provide accessible
programs, services, and activities and reasonable accommodations for any qualified student with a documented
disability as defined by Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, as amended, and by the Americans with
Disabilities Act (ADA) of 1990.

Nursing is a practice discipline with cognitive, sensory, affective, and psychomotor performance requirements.
Qualified individuals are those who satisfy admission requirements and who can perform essential functions of a
nursing program with or without reasonable accommodation.

To academically progress and to complete the program, students must satisfy the Essential Performance
Standards of nursing students.

To be eligible for program accommodation, students must present disability documentation to the Director of
Disability Resources (DR), who will forward eligibility requirements to the IVMSON course coordinator for
implementation. Once eligibility is determined, it is the students’ responsibility to request appropriate
accommodation. If these standards cannot be achieved by the student, either unassisted, with dependable use
of assistive devices, or with a reasonable accommodation, the faculty RESERVES the right to withdraw the
student from clinical courses.
